  Fourteen “competencies” have 

been identified as important to 

the education/certification of a 

church business 

administrator.  Each year, Mile 

High’s Board of Directors plan 

many of the Chapter’s monthly 

programs to be CEU-worthy , 

addressing one or more of the 

competencies determined to be 

essential to a church business 

administrator.  All that any one 

of our members needs to do in 

order to earn a CEU is to (1) 

attend the monthly program, (2) 

sign-in on the CEU registration 

form, and (3) complete an 

evaluation of the program and its 

presenter.  Some of you might 

benefit from including such 

certificates in your report to your 

respective personnel boards.
